Concerns about the outlook for the world economy have grown in the first half
of 2022, more specifically during the second quarter of the year, as a result
of the ongoing geopolitical fallout, skyrocketing energy prices, high inflation,
especially in advanced economies, faster monetary policy tightening by major
central banks, and protracted disruptions to the world supply chain. This
prompted the World Bank to lower its predictions for global growth for the year
2022, which had been forecasted at 4.1 percent in January 2022 but now
stand at 2.9 percent in June 2022.

Despite these challenges, we are glad to announce that NIG has managed to
achieve a net profit for the six months ended 30 June 2022 amounting to KD
31.2 million as compared KD 43.6 million for the same period in 2021,
Whereas NIG'’s earning per share (EPS - Profit) for the period ended 30 June
2022 amounted to 15.9 fils as compared to 25.5 fils for the same period in
2021 (Page 14).

Owing to the challenges faced by the world economies in the 2" quarter of
2022 along with the decline in stock markets all over the world , NIG reported
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a net loss for the 2" quarter of 2022 of KD 15.2 million translating into EPS
(Loss) of 7.1 fils as compared to net profit of KD 24.5 million or EPS (Profit)
of 14.3 fils for the same period in 2021. It is worth mentioning that during the
2" quarter of 2022, Boursa Kuwait declined by 9%, Saudi Exchange —
Tadawul declined by 10% and MSCI world index declined by 17%.

Given the high level of oil prices, moving forward we anticipate improvements
in corporate activity, a continued rebound in government expenditure, and
inflation that is still somewhat under control will have a good overall influence
on the Kuwait's economy.

The building material division sales amounted to KD 23.9 million for the six
months ended 30 June 2022 as compared to KD 20.3 million for the same
period in 2021 (Page 15), representing an increase of 18%.

NIG's specialist engineering & chemical division sales for the six months
ended 30 June 2022 amounted to KD 29.5 million as compared to KD 26.2
million for the same period in 2021 {Page 15), representing an increase of
12%.

The Group's hotel and IT services division sales amounted to KD 8 million for
the six months ended 30 June 2022 as compared to KD 5.9 million for the
same period in 2021 (Page 15), representing an increase of 36%.

During the previous year, the shareholders’ approved to increase the
NIG’s authorized share capital from KD149.9 million to KD 300 million.

On 30 January 2022, the board of directors of the NIG approved to
increase the issued and paid-up share capital from KD149.9 million to
KD 202.4 million by issuing 524,733,305 shares of 100 fils per share
plus 100 fils per share as share premium.

The capital right issue was fully subscribed with an over subscription
of 348%. Consequently, an amount of KWD 105 million was received
in April 2022.

The Annual General Assembly of the shareholders of the NIG held on
2 June 2022 approved to distribute cash dividend to the shareholders
of 12% equivalent to 12 fils per share amounting to KD 23.9 million,
which was paid in July 2022. Additionally, shareholders of NIG at the
Annual General Assembly also approved to issue 8% bonus shares by
issuing 161,917,706 shares amounting to KD 16.2 million for the year
ended 31 December 2021.

Noor achieved a net profit of KD 9.6 million during six months ended
30 June 2022, an increase of 9.4% compared to six months period
ended 30 June 2021. The Company reported Shareholders’ Equity of
KD 82.3 million as of 30 June 2022 and a book value per share of
161.6 fils. During the 2" quarter of 2022, Noor paid a dividend of 6 fils
per share and bonus shares of 25% for the year 2021.

The total income of Noor in the Consolidated Statement of Profit or
Loss for the six month was KD 19.2 million representing KD 9.6 million
share of profits of associates, KD 8 million revenue from the operations
of the subsidiaries in the IT and hotel industries and KD 1.6 million
from other assets.

Meezan Bank Limited Pakistan — a 35.6% associate held through Noor
Financial Investment Company — recorded strong performance for the
six months ended 30 June 2022 and reported a profit of US$ 83.2
million approx., growing 34% compared to the same period in 2021.

(IKARUS) for the period ended 30 June 20227

Mr. Ahmed Hassan:

lkarus achieved a net profit for the six months ended 30 June 2022
amounting to KD 15 million as compared to KD 18.6 million for the
same period in 2021. Whereas lkarus EPS (Profit) amounted to 26.8
fils for the six months ended 30 June 2022 as compared to 30.8 fils for
the same period in 2021.
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Total assets of lkarus as of 30 June 2022 stood at KD 188.6 miillion as
compared to KD 174.4 miltion and KD 149.5 million as of 31 December
2021 and 30 June 2021 respectively.

Whereas |karus' shareholders equity as of 30 June 2022 amounted to
KD 137.4 million as compared to KD 130.2 million and KD 107 million
as of 31 December 2021 and 30 June 2021 respectively.

Ikarus decreased its share capital by 17% and as a result paid the
shareholders KD 10.2 million.

lkarus’ acquired a significant stake in a Kuwait based Oil and Gas
services company in the 2" half of 2022, thereby expanding its
investment in associate portfolio and strengthening its top and bottom
lines.

NICBM achieved a net profit of KD 2.6 million or EPS (Profit) of 7.6 fils
for the six months ended 30 June 2022 compared to KD 1.4 million or
6.1 fils for the same period in 2021.

NICBM generated gross profits of KD 5.4 million for the six months
ended 30 June 2022 as compared to KD 4.5 million for the same period
in 2021, representing as increase of 20%.

The NICBM's total sales have increased by 18%, primarily due to the
commencement of the construction work at Al-Mutla‘a residentiat plots,
along with new construction projects and the awarding of tenders at
the government level. Also sales increased for the products like
interlocking tiles, light weight bricks, mortar, cladding, and lime bricks.

NICBM's investment in the services sector offered for drilling oil wells
through its subsidiary company SCOMI, the company has seen a 50%
increase in sales as compared to the same time in 2021, with KD 2.6
million in revenues for the six months ended 30 June 2022 as
compared to KD 1.8 million for the six months ended 30 June 2021.
