Financial year 2021 was a year of uncertainty and anticipation, of hopes for
a return to a degree of normalcy following the onset of the COVID-19
pandemic in 2020. Coming out of a volatile 2020, investors sought signals as
to which way the global economy was headed. The distribution of vaccines,
and the easing of lockdowns were followed by an economic rebound, but the
emergence of new variants would be a setback for the recovery. Despite
these challenges with accommodative monetary policies in developed world,
global gross domestic product grew, completing the transition from recovery
to expansion and the recovery would be accompanied by labor shortages,
supply chain issues, and rising inflation. Prices increased especially rapidly
in areas such as food and energy. Such a rise of inflation in US was unseen
in nearly four decades.

Kuwait was no exception, government of Kuwait endless efforts to curtail
COVID-19 resulted in remarkable reduction in the number of new cases. As
a result of the improved health situation, businesses confidence boosted in
the country along with the increased activity levels.

The Group's hotel and IT services division sales amounted to KD 13.1 million
for the year ended 31 December 2021 as compared to KD 13.3 million for the
same period in 2020 (Page 15).

Mr. Ahmad Hassan:

The Group performed extraordinarily well in the financial year 2021.
The Group’s investment revenue for the year ended 31 December
2021 amounted to KD 152.1 million as compared to loss on
investments of KD 9.4 million for the same period in 2020.

World economies improved and performed well during the year 2021,
despite the surge in variant cases. Equity markets continued to climb
higher in 2021, with the S&P 500 hitting a series of all-time closing
highs with gains of almost 27%, ending the year near a record.

Private equity blew the doors off in 2021 as trillions in pandemic related
stimulus produced a historic surge in dealmaking and exits. Global
funds raised across the full private capital spectrum hit USD$1.2
trillion, a 14% increase from the 2020 total and the highest level ever
reached.

Historically, one of the best years in private equity NIG’s distribution in
the year ended 2021 was 5X of our capital calls.

NIG’s international investment portfolio outperformed the composite
benchmark by almost +6.1% in the year ended 2021. The portfolio
outperformed across all the asset classes.

Kuwait and GCC markets also performed exceptionally well in the year
2021. Our portfolio of financial assets at fair value through profit and
loss reported a positive return of approximately 36% for the year ended
2021, whereas the Boursa Kuwait all-share index appreciated by 27%
and Saudi Exchange — Tadawut appreciated by approximately 30%.

[karus posted a net profit amounting to KD 34.8 million or EPS (Profit)
of 58 fils for the year ended 31 December 2021. This is a marked
change from net profit amounting to KD 1 million or EPS (Profit) of 2
fils in the same period last year 2020.

Total assets of Ikarus as of 31 December 2021 also increased to KD
174.4 million as compared to KD 111.8 million as of 31 December
2020, representing an increase of 56%. Whereas shareholders equity
amounted to KD 130.2 million as of 31 December 2021 as compared
to KD 73.5 million as at 31 December 2020, representing an increase
of 77%.

In the fourth quarter of 2021, Ikarus received a realized gain on sale of
KD 4.9 million from its renewable energy investments in Europe
classified as investment at fair value through profit or loss which proofs
the correctness of its long-term strategy to invest in this domain.

The stock of Sahara International Petroleum Company - SIPCHEM (in
which Ikarus has a significant stake and listed on Saudi Exchange —
Tadawul) classified as investment at fair value through profit or loss
and investment at fair value through other comprehensive income has
been performing very well since the beginning of 2021 thereby
boosting the company’s bottom line in profit or loss statement and
shareholder’s equity. Additionally, SIPCHEM distributed cash dividend
of 22.5% during 2021 which is the highest cash dividends ever for
SIPCHEM.

lkarus' Saudi based subsidiary — Middle East Chemicals Company
(MIDCHEM) recorded a net profit of SAR 9.6 million, for the year ended
31 December 2021 exceeding the budget for the period by 25%.

How was the performance of Noor Financial Investment Company
(NOOR) for the year ended 31 December 2021?

Noor achieved a net profit of KD 17.3 million for the year ended 31
December 2021, representing an increase of 46% compared to the net
profit of KD 11.9 million for the year ended 31 December 2020. The
total income of Noor in the Consolidated Statement of Profit or Loss
for the year 2021 was KD 35.1 million representing KD 17.8 million
share of profits of associates, KD 13.1 million revenue from the
operations of the subsidiaries in the IT services and hotel industries
and KD 4.2 million from other investments.

During the period, Noor completed a merger with one of its local
subsidiaries, Noor Telecommunication Company K.S.C.C, which
resulted in a net gain of KD 3 million in its shareholders’ equity.

The Noor's investment in associate — Meezan Bank Limited — reported
stronger than expected performance across the board. This year, the
Bank set an all-time profitability record of US$ 158 million, growing
26% year-on-year and leading to 36% return on equity. Market value
of Company’s 35.25% stake in Meezan Bank, which is carried at KD
57 million in the books, increased to KD 130 million as of 31 December
2021 compared to KD 98.4 million as of 31 December 2020, growing
by 32%. Company’s share of results of Meezan Bank for the year stood
at KD 17.8 million as compared to KD 14.8 million for the same period
in 2020, providing a growth of more than 20%.

Mr. Raed Hasaniah:

NICBM achieved a net profit of KD 4.5 million or EPS (Profit) of 12.9
fils for the year ended 31 December 2021 compared to a net loss of
KD 63 thousand or EPS (Loss) 0.2 fils for the year ended 31 December
2020.

NICBM’s generated gross profits of KD 10 million for the year ended
31 December 2021 as compared to KD 6.1 million for the year ended
31 December 2020, representing as increase of 64%.

There is an increase in the NICBM's total sales by 19% and the reason
for the increase is primarily due to the increase in sales of products
such as interlocking tiles, light bricks, mortar, cladding and lime bricks
at competitive prices and additionally due to increase in the sales of
one of its subsidiaries Scomi Qil Tools Gulf Company (SCOMI) by
191%. Scomi provides services to the drilling and oil companies in
Kuwait and won new contracts during the year, which resulted in its
revenues to grow amounting to KD 4.2 million as compared to KD 1.7
million for the same period in year 2020.

NICBM’s management has effectively put in place multiple measures
to reduce the cost of production and operating expenses, and on the
other hand, in light of the scarcity of work force in the local market due
to the COVID-19 pandemic, it is also working with government
agencies and embassies to recruit new employees.
